Searching
CultureGrams has four different components that you can select from the home page:

· World Edition features concise, reliable, and up-to-date reports on more than 200 countries.
· Kids Edition features a colorful collection of more than 80 country reports perfect for school projects and homework assignments.
· States Edition offers kid-friendly reports on all 50 states.
· Provinces Edition offers descriptions of all 13 Canadian provinces and territories.
You can switch between World, Kids, States, and Provinces editions simply by clicking the appropriate link at the top of the page. For all editions, searching is a breeze. Simply choose which state, province, or country you’d like to learn about from the drop-down menu on the right side of the page.
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Results

Once you’ve chosen, you’ll be sent to that country/state/province’s page. Here you’ll find general information about that country/state/province, including the area’s flag, national anthem if researching a country, and more. Several links along the left-hand side of the screen lead to more detailed information on culture, customs, and history. Along the right-hand side of the screen, you’ll see links to pictures, recipes, data tables, and famous people from that particular area. You can also view, print, or download World Edition reports as four-page PDF reports by selecting View full report as PDF in the upper right of the country page.
